In response to your request, we are pleased to submit this proposal to provide geotechnical
engineering support services for construction of the proposed Secondary Treatment Plant
Upgrade project to be located at 300 Smith Ranch Road, in San Rafael, California. This
proposal is based on 1) our geotechnical engineering investigation and our subsequent
consultation for development of foundation design of the proposed project, 2) a cursory review
of the approved foundation plans dated, 3) our current drilling observation of the aeration basin
caissons, and 4) our previous experience with similar projects in the San Francisco Bay Area.

1.0 DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The project consists of a major upgrade to the secondary treatment plant including construction
of new (1) a pump station, (2) a large equalization basin, (3) anaerobic and anoxic basins, (4)
an electrical building, (5) a new DAFT and small equalization basin, (6) three secondary
clarifiers, (7) a UV and bioassay building, (8) an odor-control, (9) a recycled water distribution
pump structure, and (10) raising of grade by placement of about 5 ft of fill. The pump station
and equalization basin will have floor elevations of approximately -10 and ~7 ft relative to mean
sea level (msl), the other structures will have floor elevations of approximately 3 to 7 ft amsl,
and the roadway grading will raise grade from about 10 ft to about 14-17 ft amsl.
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2.0 PROPOSED SCOPE OF SERVICES

Our proposed scope of construction support geotechnical engineering services consists of the
following tasks:

«  Collect and review relevant data related to the construction approach and schedule;

. Meet with the District and the excavation contractor to communicate and coordinate about
the construction methods and procedures;

s Provide consultation regarding mobilization;

Perform pier drilling observation on full time basis;

« Log pier drilling and communicate the results of our drilling observation with the District;

«  Provide consultation for handling groundwater and potential drilling issues;

« Perform observation of rebar cages and concrete placement in the piers;

« Prepare pier drilling observation letters and reports as part of construction documentation;

- Provide consultation regarding subgrade preparation for areas receiving engineered fill and
for building foundations;

«  Perform full time observation of earthwork operations as well as foundation subgrades;

«  Perform field and laboratory testing of the soil materials for geotechnical quality control and
evaluation;

+ Prepare observation letters and reports and communicate our findings as well as potential
issues with the District;

« Perform geotechnical drainage observation such as retaining wall back drains and slab
under drains;
